Carlo, the first millennial to be beatified, was noted for            
his joy and devotion to the Eucharist. 

Outwardly he lived an ordinary life, enjoying video games, 
playing soccer, biking, time with his friends, and more. 

Yet within that life burned a deep devotion, with daily Mass 
and the Rosary at its heart.  Carlo’s deep love for the     

Blessed Sacrament led him to make Holy Hours before and 
after Mass. He encouraged others to receive Communion daily 

Carlo died of leukemia at the age of 15 
“The Eucharist is my Highway to Heaven.” 

To draw others to Love the Eucharist,  
the “Real Presence of Jesus”,  

Carlo, a self-taught computer programmer and graphic artist, 
at the age of 14, created a website that documented over 
160 Eucharistic Miracles from 22 countries to became the

The Most Precious Blood of Jesus
   For more than 900 years it has been possible to 
venerate the relic of a portion of the Most Precious 
Blood of Jesus at the Benedictine Monastery at 
Weingarten. According to many historians, the 
soldier Longinus had 
carried the relic of the 
Most Precious Blood 
of Christ to Mantua. 
Later the Precious Blood 
was divided into several 
portions and given to 
various rulers of the 
era, the most famous of 
whom was Charlemagne, 
and to different popes.

Eucharistic Miracle of Tixtla
   On October 12, 2013, H.E. Most Rev. 
Alejo Zavala Castro, Bishop of the Diocese of 
Chilpancingo-Chilapa, announced through a 
Pastoral Letter the recognition of the Eucharistic 
Miracle that occurred at Tixtla, on October 21, 
2006. In the letter we read: “This manifestation 
brings to us a marvelous sign of the love of God 
that confirms the Real presence of Jesus in the 
Eucharist... In my role as Bishop of the Diocese I 
recognize the supernatural character of the series 
of events relating to the Bleeding Host of Tixtla...I 
declare the case as a “Divine Sign ...”

The exhibit is intended to remind 
viewers that Our Lord is truly 
present in the Eucharist, and to 

inspire hearts to adore Him.

The accounts of the miracles date 
from as early as the third century.

Eucharistic Miracle of Lanciano
   An inscription in marble from the 17th century 
describes this Eucharistic miracle which occurred 
at Lanciano in 750 at the Church of St. Francis. “A 
monastic priest doubted whether the Body of Our 
Lord was truly present in the consecrated Host. 
He celebrated Mass and when he said the words of

consecration, he saw the 
Host turn into Flesh and 
the Wine turn into Blood.
Everything was visible to those 
in attendance. The Flesh is 
still intact and the Blood is 
divided into five unequal parts 
which together have the exact 
same weight as each one does 
separately.
